20 How significant was the construction of the Erie Canal to the growth of the new American nation? 

21  If Paul Revere, William Dawes, and Samuel Prescott essentially all did the same thing, and if the latter was more successful than the others, why don’t we remember him?

22  How did Andrew Meikle and Cyrus McCormick help stave off the dire predictions of Thomas 
Malthus?

23  How do the major documents of this era (Declaration of Rights, Declaration of Independence, Rights 
of Man) reflect the problems faced by the people of different nations?

24 Were the Fugitive Slave Acts in direct contradiction to other slavery legislation that prohibited the 
slave trade?

SYNTHESIS
1  Make a philosophical "Family Tree" which shows the ideas of Enlightenment thinkers that became part of the principles of these revolutions.

2  Dr. Taylor theorizes that if two countries are in direct conflict regarding their needs in 3 of the 10 Matrix AHA's, then war is inevitable.  Prove his theory correct by showing how the needs of Great Britain and their American colonies were SO different that war was predictable.

3  Use your divergent thinking skills to imagine that Americans had NOT been very Enlightened thinkers, and had declared George Washington the first King of America.  Describe how each of our AHA's would be different today than it is.

4  Draw a three-column chart that shows the Political, Social, and Economic causes of the American 
Revolution.

5  If General Howe had followed his instructions carefully, how might the war have turned out 
differently?

6  Construct an “analytical engine” similar to the one proposed by Charles Babbage.

7  Write a modern “fairy tale” in the style of the Brothers Grimm or Hans Christian Andersen.

8  Write a parody of the writing of any of the authors mentioned in this unit.
